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UNIT 7C ENVIRONMENT AND FEEDING RELATIONSHIPS

Level 3

Describe some places and the living things found in them

Recognise that plants need light, air and water and can explain simply what happens to a plant without one of these

Describe living things needing food and that animals eat other animals or plants for food. 

Begin to group animals into those that eat plants, animals or both

Level 4

Identify the differences between different habitats

Describe how familiar organisms are suited to their environment.

Draw a simple food chain and describe it

Identify predators and prey

Use terms carnivore, omnivore and herbivore

Recognise that dead organisms are "recycled" 

Level 5 

Make links between distribution of animals and plants to differences in environmental factors e.g. water short a; in desert, few plants in shade of trees etc 

Describe how organisms can adapt to changes in seasons / environment e.g hibernation, migration etc

Describe food chains and produce food webs

Use terms producer / consumer to describe organisms in a food chain

Identify green plants as producers making food using energy from sun and being the start of food chain

Level 6

Explain that the arrows in a food chain show the direction of the energy transfer

Explain possible outcomes if part of the web is affected

Explain how different organisms contribute to the community
